Did anyone ever asked why there is a 1 1/2 Pfennig stamp? A new finding finally may answer this
question. On this official announcement you find nothing about a 1 1/2 Pfennig stamp.




Here is a letter with a 1 Pfennig stamp from 15th of September 1896.
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Both letters were closed.
First | thought 1 Pfennig was to cheap and they raised the rate to 1 1/2 Pfennig. But then | got this card
which is the missing piece of the puzzle.

It shows that the rate for cards and letters had changed.
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Booklet of the Berliner Privatpost Spedition, my thoughts about it. (Sebastian Schulze)
In 1959 at Merkur 114, Georg Glasewald asked a question that is still very interesting.
Since when have there been stamp booklets? The riddle could not be solved at that time.

At that time Georg Glasewald received a few specimen of the 2Pf and 3Pf stamp of the Berliner
Privatpost Spedition A.G.. He speculated that stamp booklets were already planned at that time. 1895
was given as the year of issue.

Based on my latest investigations and the findings of new contemporary sources, | try to answer the
question.

In my opinion, there is a lot to be said against a planned stamp booklet.

But what is it we actually talk about?
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These are the largest units that | am aware of.
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| thought about the following points when examining the question.

Why did these stamps only appear in public more than 60 years after the closure of this institution? How
could something so special hide itself for so long?

Presumably not very many mint stamps from this institution have survived. So far I've only seen single

stamps in mint condition. | only know larger units stamped except the 2Pf/3Pf units.
Here could be a reason:

It says that the stamps could be used until Sébtember 15, 1897. The steTr‘nps‘them‘she.I'ves could be
returned to the successor company of the Berliner Privatpost Spedition A.G. until December 15, 1897.

Presumably, many collectors only kept one stamp each, and most of the stamps were returned and
destroyed.

The next clue can be found at the Felzmann auction in 1984, when the famous Glasewald cabinet was
opened and everything inside was sold. After evaluating all available material | can state that all known
2Pf/3PF units are from the second edition.
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Here is the second edition (left) and first edition (right).

This means that the stamps were probably printed in December 1896. Actually early enough to bring out
a planned stamp booklet.

Such a thing would most likely have left a trace in the press of the time. Many similar

changes/announcements can be found this way. As an example | would like to show the introduction of
the 1Pf stamp.

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Another important indication for me is shown in a direct comparison with a real sheet from a stamp
booklet.
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The stamps of the Berliner Privatpost Spedition A.G. are missing all features to use them for a stamp
booklet. There is no reverse print or any attachment options. Furthermore, a 10Pf stamp, which one
should expect in such a booklet, is also missing.

It looks like a cost saving measure to me and overall it looks to me like a pretty normal part of a stamp
sheet here. No one has been able to show a complete sheet of this institution. Many sheet stocks of the
Berlin Stadtpost have also been offered lately. But no trace of the Berliner Privatpost Spedition A.G.

Personally, | assume that 99.9 percent of the documents/stamps no longer exist. So it is not surprising
that there are no complete sheets anywhere or a 2Pf/3Pf cancelled on a letter.

But there are sheet parts from on documents. However, only from the first edition of the stamps which
were printed in single sheets.

Here are 4 stamps next to each other.

So far | haven't found any proof or even an indication of a planned stamp booklet. All evidences | have
found speak against it. It would have been a nice anecdote and it was this assumption that fascinated me
so much about this institution. Unfortunately, | have no choice but to see a normal sheet of stamps here.
This fact doesn't make these units less collectable, since they are very rare.
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Peter Harlos Auction (Sebastian Schulze)

Since the outstanding auction of Peter Rogers collection here was the next big chance to get rare cards
from Leipzig.

In comparison with other Stadtpost stuff such things from Leipzig have a very high price. Maybe some
collectors are competing or some new collectors have interest in those pieces. By rarity the prices still
seem to be low compared to other rare pieces from the Reichspost. But its good to see an maybe more
people become aware of the Stadtpost.
